Portfolio Requirements
· Portfolios of original work will be reviewed in the Guidance Office by the Advisory Committee. 

· Portfolios MUST be labeled legibly with your name and two phone numbers. 

· A PowerPoint presentation of your work should accompany the work. 

· PowerPoints should be uploaded to the Completed Drive by May 1. 

· Portfolios and PowerPoints should contain 12 – 20 pieces of your best art work.

· Work should show evidence of risk-taking & experimentation, but also show a range of your abilities. 

· At least 6 pieces should reflect your own artistic interests. It is ok to include work that has been executed independently. 

· A Release Form should be included in the application (even if you’ve previously filled one out.)
